Many will have been aware of the debates in the Church of England as to whether women can be bishops or not.
For a lot of people, they are completely baffled as to what all the fuss is about. Women have been in leadership in
one way or another for quite awhile now. Ever since Angela Rippon, we seem to have got used to it. So what's
this all about with bishops?

Maybe as people of north Devon, we can appreciate it a bit more easily than others. After all - as we proved at the
election - we do things directly. And as someone said, 'directly' is a bit slower than 'manana'! We need time to
mull things over; we are cautious creatures; we don't rush into things like a bull in a china shop.

Of course, there are those who just want to get on with it. They can see all the arguments for change, so let's do it.
And it is now almost 20 years since women were first admitted to leadership in the Church of England. But speed
isn't always right. This is changing traditions that are centuries old. You have to be gentle with things that are that
old. And we do have to remember that while it may 20 years since the good old C of E changed, that change has
only happened around here in very recent times.

So give the Church of England time. Maybe further change will come, maybe it won't. And along the way, let's
seek to understand those with strong views on either side of the argument.

Merton Parish Council wishes to clarify the position regarding its
ownership of and parking rules for the Square, as a reminder to, and
as information for all Merton residents.

Dear Resident,

Merton Square.

Merton Parish Council is writing to all residents abutting the Square in Merton to clarify their
ownership and parking rules; as this information is relevant to all members of the parish we will
also publish this letter in the Merton Monthly.

The Square is surrounded by listed properties and is part of a conservation area, making a
distinctive feature in the centre of the village.

Since 1982, when Merton Parish Council purchased the Square from the Clinton Estate, the Parish
Council has considered the control of parking to be a method of preserving the appearance of this
area as an asset for the whole village.

The Parish Council has maintained the Square with the funds available and is due to begin planned
repairs to the Square.

On purchase of the Square the Parish Council decided to keep the policy of no overnight parking
and no parking at all by commercial vehicles.

It is only in very recent years that the council has decided to allow overnight car parking to any
Merton resident on purchase of a permit.

The Square is the property of the Parish Council and there are currently, without exception, no free
rights of parking overnight.

If you wish to leave a vehicle in the Square overnight, at any time, please purchase the annual
permit, currently £50, in person or by post from Mrs W Askew, Clerk to Merton Parish Council etc.

Merton Parish Council held a meeting in the Clinton Hall on Tuesday 20 July 2010.

The repairs to the square were discussed and work should begin soon on the cobble edge. A site meeting took place before
the meeting to establish the project to be carried out. Initially the path from the road to the bus shelter will be re-laid. This
will continue down to the church gate as time and funds allow. New signs will be erected in the square to replace the
existing ones, wording to be agreed. Work has recently been carried out by the Community Service who did an excellent job
clearing weeds, painting the bus shelters, painting the church railings and other tasks. This work was extremely well
managed by staff of the Community Service. The Parish Councillors and Church are extremely grateful for this help. The
proposed “Freedom of the Village” visit by the Corps of Drums from the Coldstream Guards has been confirmed as
Tuesday 5 July 2011. A sub-committee of the Parish Council has been formed to make the arrangements. It is hoped that
approximately 200 personnel will attend and march through the village with refreshments at the Clinton Hall. Watch this
space for more details as they become available. Councillor Tim Horner (chair of the council) attended an award ceremony
(representing Merton Parish Council) at Budleigh Salterton when the Clinton Devon Estates were presented with the Queens
Award for Sustainability. The Audit Commission have signed off the accounts for the Parish Council for 2009-2010 with no
problems recorded. The next Parish Council meeting will be Tuesday 21 September at 8.00 p.m. Wendy Askew

He took part in many raids over Germany but on one of these raids he was shot down; one of the crew was killed,
the remaining crew walked for 9 days dodging Germans all the way, until they were near to the border with
Switzerland, where they were captured and sent to a prisoner of war camp. They were there until the 26" April
1946 when they were released.

Mr Jenkinson brought many interesting relics, pure silk map, compass no bigger than a button etc. He also
brought parts of his own plane which he found many years later when he visited the farm in Germany where they
crashed. Over the last years the two families have become firm friends and visit each other regularly.
